We are dedicated to promoting eco-friendly initiatives in our schools and to encourage our students to be more eco-conscious.    

What does it mean to reuse?

· Reuse is to use an item more than once. This includes conventional reuse where the item is used again for the same function and new-life reuse where it is used for a new function. 
What are the benefits of reusing?

· Reuse keeps goods and materials out of the waste stream
· Reuse preserves the “original energy” that was used to manufacture an item

· Reuse reduces the use of fuel, forests and water supplies, and keeps wildlife habitats safe
· Reuse creates less pollution than recycling

· Reuse results in less hazardous waste
What should you do?
· Select a fashion or household item to reuse.  You will make something new out of it.
· The new product should be made completely out of recycled materials.  You may use
         no more than three items not made of recycled materials for construction, such as glue or thread.  

· Projects will be judged on the creativity of the product created.  
Examples: 
· Take a pair of jeans and make a pocketbook.  
· Take a t-shirt and make it into a scarf.

Rubric:

4 – Exceptional – All parts are made from recycled materials.  The purpose of the product is clearly stated and it is able to be used in the specified manner.  The project is neat and attractive, and all challenge regulations are followed.  Quality of Workmanship is exceptional.
3 - Very Good – All parts are made from recycled materials, except for one.  The purpose of the product is stated but there is one question about it or the manner in which it states it should be used.  The project is neat and somewhat attractive, and the regulations are followed.  Quality of Workmanship is very good.

2 – Good - All parts are made from recycled materials, except for two.  The purpose of the product is stated but there are two questions about it or the manner in which it states it should be used.  The project is neat and the regulations are followed.  Quality of Workmanship is good.

1 – Fair - All parts are made from recycled materials, except for three or more.  The purpose of the product is stated but there are three or more questions about it or the manner in which it states it should be used.  The project is neat and the regulations are followed.  Quality of Workmanship is fair.
