LIFACS Board Meeting

January 23, 2008

Diane & Cindy opened the meeting thanked everyone for coming wished everyone a Happy New Year!

Minutes were read & approved.

Lynne Amend & Diane Amato gave the treasurer report.  Everything is status quo.

Carol Kirschner is using Word for the conference brochure with a two day turnaround.  Andrea Mosenson suggested creating a committee to proof the brochure before it goes out to the general population.  First proofing would have a 3-day turn around.  After 1st review the 2-days to be edited & back to the board for final review.  Members of the proofing committee include Andrea Mosenson, Cindy Theiss, and Beth Glazer & Jen Bunkley as an alternate. . Lynne Amend discussed perhaps using a PDF format for the conference brochure.

The Professional Development committee is having another meeting to discuss the purpose of the cost of the conference versus the cost of a professional development day. Anne Marie Tetraut, a teacher in East Hampton High school on Jan. 23, 2008 arranged a tour of the Suffolk Community College's new State of the Art Culinary & Hospitality Center for FACS Teachers.  We had about 17 teachers on the tour. 
Lynn Murray discussed the $275.00 for the internet connection at the conference. 

Cindy Theiss made a motion to subsidize $25.00 for the Queens College students.  Motion seconded by Lynne Amend.  The motion was then amended to raise the amount that LI FACS will cover to $35.00 to assist the students. Motion seconded by Jen Bunkley.  Andrea will tell the Queens College students by Feb 14th to have the money in.  The amount they will be asked for is $40.

A scholarship will be established in memory of Jo-Ann Tobin.  Michael Tobin has already received checks for the Jo-Ann fund.  All checks will go to Diane Amato under the scholarship fund.  There will be two separate funds, one for Jo-Ann Tobin & one for Betsy Nebrovski.   Michael Tobin will be informed of the total amount raised for JoAnn.

We will be sending out a letter to inform members of the need for a new LID president- there are currently 75 members between both organizations.  Cindy will be finding out and retrieving those items from LID that Jo-Ann had in her possession including the post office box key from Michael Tobin. 

The January 16th sew n swap meeting was very successful.  This workshop will become an annual event.

CTE Regional is making progress statewide.  FACS was invited.  Andrea, Cindy & Diane presented & that was very important exposure for us.  FACS is going to be involved in Mayor Bloomberg’s proposal for a HS career transition training program.  The FACS career transition is where we need to stay connected.

The cookies for the Tour at Sagtikos Manor were a huge success- 2000 cookies were donated.  One hundred cookies were taken to Conklin House to help them.  This was an Island wide service learning project.  Newsday covered the event.  This was a dream come true for Cindy!  Sagtikos Manor has offered a historic tour of the Manor to FACS teachers for $5.00.  Cindy will check on April 30, 2008.  We will meet at 4:15 & the tour will star at 4:30.  No more than 20 people per tour.

State Board Meeting costs are going up.  Notice form the Hilton Garden 16.00 – 29.00 (breakfast/dinner) -rooms are $112.00 for a total of $158.00. Costs to the local area to cover members going to the state board meetings will also go up.

Carol Kirschner spoke about her retirement from membership.  This will be her last year.  She is looking for a person to mentor during this last year.  The job includes keeping a spreadsheet, boosting for members, making address labels, using access data base which is flat & simple.  Carol gets LID labels set-up from AAFCS @ no charge when emailed to her.

Lynne Amend noted that the deadline for the newsletter is March 1st and should be in a Word format.

There was a discussion of award nominations.  An email is going out to Liz for awards nominations reminder. 

Work is being done to boost FCCLA which is a weak link.  

Lynn Parks discussed about page a Best Practice page which would be a place for teachers to submit lesson plans.  It would be in a basic outline form.   A disclaimer would include that we do not endorse references.  A page for LI FACS local postings with contact person will be new as well.
