MINUTES

LIFACS BOARD MEETING

May 26, 2010

Call to order:  Maria Called the meeting to order at 4:16 PM.

Treasury Reports:  

Diane Amato reported that LIFACS Professionals has approximately $6300.00.  We almost broke even at the end of the year dinner.  There was a loss of approximately $200.00. Lynne Amend reported that LIW has approximately $5000. LIE accounts have approximately $15,400.00.  Money was just received from the State.

Co-Area Coordinators (Lynn Parks, Maria Sant’Angelo)

State Meeting

Lynn reported that the state is now participating on wiggio.com.  It is similar to Facebook.  State reports, minutes, etc. will be available on the site.  A password will be necessary to log on.  Details on how to gain access will follow.  It was suggested that membership lists be available on a password protected basis.

The State will be sending local portions of dues in October, February, and April/May.  The reimbursements are:  $12 active, $5 associate, $6 retired, $24 lifetime.  Membership is a very reasonable $66 per year.

State meetings are:  October 21-23, 2010 (Best Practices), February 4-5, 2011, April 29-30, 2011.  There is a summer program at Oneonta July 27 and 28.  Focus will be on middle school and high school curriculum.  The cost is $35.  Participants will stay at the dorm.
