Meeting -12/6/06

Present:  Diane Amato, Lynne Amend, Jennifer Bunkley, Pat Fritz, Lynn Murray, Joanne Rizzo, Kathy Saladino, Cindy Theiss, JoAnn Tobin, Diane Weiner

Diane W.  mentioned that we have started an FCCLA Scholarship line with $50.00.

Cindy welcomed everyone.  She thanked everyone for coming to the meeting in the busy month of December.  The previous minutes were read and accepted.  

Kathy presented a balance sheet for her years served as Treasurer.  She noted that when future vouchers are submitted, the expense should be put in the appropriate category that is already predetermined in the balance sheet.  They are the end of year event, the newsletter, professional development, public relations, scholarship event/awards, special events and treasurer.  

Cindy accepted Kathy’s Treasurer’s report.  She also accepted Kathy’s resignation as Treasurer with deep regret and wished her well on our behalf.  

Diane discussed the workshop on Election Day.  It was a great success from the venue to the great turnout of 42 people.  The FCCLA presentation was very inspirational.  Everyone had a wonderful time.
Diane mentioned the NYSUT proposals with the corrected forms should be given out to our union reps.  There are three proposed resolutions:  childhood obesity, academic intervention, and parenting education.  Please give the resolutions to your union reps who should pass them upwards at the state assembly.  The more locals that bring it to the state assembly will increase our chances of getting it to committee.  

Cindy mentioned the need to get a membership list by district.  Diane echoed her remark by mentioning we can add a column to our spreadsheet.  Joanne R. said she would ask Carol about it.  

Cindy spoke about the flyer that will go out in the next mailing regarding upcoming workshops.  There will be a knitting workshop on 1/17/07 in Babylon Village.  It costs $25 plus materials.  There will also be a quilting workshop on 2/5/07 in Babylon.  It costs $20 plus materials.  This is an opportunity for all.  

Lynn M.  presented the contract for the Hyatt Windwatch for the conference on 3/7/08.  The contract was reviewed.  Lynn M.  moved to write a check for $700.00 for the deposit.  Lynne A. seconded.  It was voted on and passed unanimously.  

Lynne A. advised that the deadline for the newsletter is 3/1/07.  Cindy said we should move it up.  Cindy advised that she sent emails about the newsletter three times and they kept coming back.  She hopes this issue is resolved before the deadline.  Cindy also said that the state is looking about a sentence about each board member.  Diane said they are looking to highlight one person.  Cindy said we should highlight Kathy Saladino.  
Cindy noted that all unusual bills must go to the board to vote on prior to being paid.  

Joanne R.  reviewed the training on 11/29/06, which was a success.  There were 40 people present.  Andrea Mosenson presented.  According to Joanne, Andrea will share her power point presentation with anyone who wants it.  There was a charge of $5 per member and we collected $170.  We gave $30 to Liz Garland for refreshments.  

Cindy said Joanne did an extraordinary job.  The planning was great for the event.  Thank you Joanne and, of course, to Andrea who was very helpful.  

Joanne R. said it was a very nice way to run an event.  Next time, we should do that for the high school curriculum.  

Joanne R.  said with Cindy’s new policy, we need to order logo items for the conference and it is about $300.  We also need folders.  We do that every year.  

Diane asked if we can put mailing as part of the expense of an individual event.

Cindy said events should be self-sustaining.  That’s why we charge $5 for the mini-meetings.

Joanne R. reported that we gave out a few more of the Shaken Baby Syndrome disks.  She will order more logo items.  The theme for the March 2007 conference is Public Relations.  The morning will be the same presentation that was presented at the state meeting.  We will need to get a video camera to show the state that we have done that.  The afternoon session will be with Jennifer Naibor from Johnson and Wales and Rick Fine from the Art Institute.  We’re making a connection with college programs.  The agenda will be set by Monday.  The menu and change of set up will be ready too.  
Joanne R. mentioned that we need to close out the conference.  “There will be no walk-ins” will be on the flyers.  The flyer will be sent out by the first weekend in January.  It will be on 3/2/07 from 8am – 3pm at the Irish Coffee Pub.  

Lynn M. asked if we could do a scholarship raffle.  

Joanne R.  said we will ask for a table.

Diane W. asked if we can do that for FCCLA.  

Joanne R. said lunch will be a little earlier.  She discussed the tentative agenda and mentioned picking up receipts and PDCs on the way out.  After some discussion it was decided to leave it as we have always done it.  We will put the receipts and the PDCs in the folders.  

Cindy asked about the members in the news form.

Joanne R. said if it is sent to her, she will have it handed out at the conference.  We can also put it as a link on the state web site.  

Diane W. said that Lynn Parks will have more information for us at the next meeting.

Pat mentioned that the FCCLA Awards applications will go to Beth Glazer.  

Jen said that the awards mailing will be going out shortly but we’ve had a few snags.   First we need to get money for the postage meter.  Second, we need to have the mailing labels printed.  Apparently, Carol did not get my email to her.  
Diane W. said we need to have the money for the postage meter funded.  After some discussion, Lynne A.  moved to fund the money to LID for postage and Ann Bowl will send back the receipts.  Diane W.  seconded the motion.  It was voted on and approved unanimously.  

Jen also mentioned the cost of the end of year event could be about $55 per head.  This should cover all expenses related to be event.  Cindy said we have to keep the cost down.  JoAnne T. said it should be $50 per head.  Diane W. said we lost $600 last year on the event.  We should try to go a little closer to cost, maybe $53 per head.  Kathy will send Jen an exact breakdown of last years’ expenses.  Jen thanked her.
Jen also reported that the deadlines will be February 1st for the basic awards applications and March 2nd for the packets.  We will be meeting as a board the following Wednesday and we can discuss the applicants.  

Diane A. reminded us that we should advertise the awards recipients.  Diane W. said we can do that in the flyer for the end of year event.  Jen agreed.  

Diane W. mentioned new business.  She suggested that at the end of year event, we should recognize the cooperating teachers who have taken on student teachers.  She suggested a monetary award and a letter for their files in their districts.  After some discussion, Cindy requested that we table that for the next meeting.  

Cindy went to old business which was the technology proposal.  We looked at the amplifier used at the Election Day workshop.  JoAnne T. moved to buy the amplifier and Lynne A. seconded.  It was voted on and accepted unanimously.  

Cindy mentioned that the microphone will have an acceptable use agreement, which we voted on during the 10/25/06 meeting.  

Cindy thanked everyone for attending the meeting.
